Bus Services - Uneconomic contracted routes will have public funding withdrawn autumn effective
the 2" of November. Temporary and permanent solutions have been found for some services; the
387,456, 112, 120 and 461 services will continue to run until at least the end of March 2020 while

funding options are assessed. SCC is looking at other solutions for the 375, 483 and 62 services. A
